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Discipline Policy

· Physical punishment of any description is strictly prohibited. 
· A child is never left alone, unsupervised or isolated as a punishment. 
· The staff is expected to encourage socially acceptable behaviour of children by praise and practice. 
· Any sanctions applied take into consideration the age and stage of development of the child and he/she is always told why his/her behaviour is unacceptable and the reasons for applying a particular sanction. 
· Any unacceptable behaviour is discussed with the child at the time in a language he/she can understand.  A consistent method of dealing with an individual child is arrived at by discussions with the Principal and where necessary with parent.
